SECOND AMENDMENT RESOLUTION – The resolution in support of the second amendment will be fully discussed and voted on at the regular monthly town board meeting in March. Matter tabled.

BIRCHWOODS BALL FIELD – Glen Smith appeared before the board stating that the Birchwoods subdivision which is located in the Town of Thompson, with the bulk of their land being in the Town of Forestburgh, has constructed twelve homes in Thompson. They have been using their property in Forestburgh to bury stumps as they clear more property on the Thompson side. They have now decided that they would like to use the cleared area that they buried the stumps on as a ball field/play field for the children in the development. The have notified the DEC and have removed all of the stumps that had been previously buried. Mr. Smith distributed photos of the stumps being removed and the ground being re-leveled.  Mr. Smith stated they just want to create a ball field for the children. The board reviewed Mr. Smith’s application and maps. Discussion was held on fencing being placed around the ball field and the need for a fence permit. Discussion was also held on obtaining a metes and bounds description of the property and the ball field. Mr. Smith will provide that. 
MOTION by Councilman Galligan, seconded by Councilman Raponi to declare Lead Agency status for the Birchwoods Ball Field project. Vote: 5 ayes – 0 nays. Motion carried. 

MOTION by Councilman Creegan, seconded by Councilwoman Landis to hold a public hearing on the Birchwoods Ball Field project on March 26, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall. Vote: 5 ayes- 0 nays. Motion carried.

REPUBLIC LAKE JOSEPH SUBDIVISION – Glen Smith again appeared before the board and submitted an application for a subdivision on behalf of Republic Lake Joseph. Councilman Galligan is abstaining from any discussion/vote on this project as he has done work for Republic Lake Joseph in the Town of Thompson. Mr. Smith stated that the applicant would like to take the large parcel on Lake Joseph Road and enlarge two pre-existing lots and create two additional lots. They are also “gifting” part of one lot next to the pool to the Lake Joseph Homeowners Association. Discussion was held with regard to discharge into the existing sand filters currently in use in Lake Joseph, adequate water supply for these lots should they ever be built upon.  A letter will be sent to the Town of Thompson since Lake Joseph is in both towns. Discussion was further held about upgrading the road to the two end lots that currently exist and are being enlarged. Superintendent Hogue will be notified and consulted for the necessary upgrades.  Approvals will be needed from the Department of Health and the DEC for inclusion of the additional parcels into the existing water and sewer plans.
MOTION by Councilwoman Landis, seconded by Councilman Creegan to declare lead agency status for the Republic Lake Joseph subdivision. Vote: 4 ayes – 0 nays. Councilman Galligan abstained.
CELL TOWER UPDATE – The satellite has been placed on the cell tower and we have been told it will be operational in three weeks from February 18, 2013.
