There has been no ruling by a judge - one way or
another - to dismiss the case in favor of the Town of
Forestburgh.

That decision, according to the Town’s legal counsel,
will be coming soon. We will be sure to report on that
decision.

The information included in the Statement of In-
terest, and quoted extensively in the article, is almost
verbatim of what the Statement said.

Now the final decision is in the hands of District judge
Vincent L. Briccetti to decide if this lawsuit should be
dismissed or be adjudicated in a court of law.

This Statement of Interest, which honestly we had
never seen before, was issued by the United States De-
partment of Justice to address the motion of defendant
Town of Forestburgh to dismiss the claims of Plaintiffs
Lost Lake Holdings, LLC, et al, under the Fair Housing
Act, as unripe and therefore non-justiciable.

Mr. Hogue, we apologize for our misunderstanding
of the Statement of Interest and the mistaken headline
and paragraph about the appeal being dismissed.

We will certainly redouble our efforts to cover this

story and look forward to the
upcoming ruling which we
will report on.

Dear Members of the Town Board,

I am writing in a good faith attempt to address significant and ongoing violations of both the Freedom
of Information Law (FOIL) and local law in the handling of my recent FOIL request and appeal. As
the body expressly designated under Town Code § 37-8(C) to hear such appeals, I respectfully request
your immediate intervention to rectify these unlawful actions and ensure compliance with the law.

Unlawful Assumption of FOIL Appeals Officer Role by the Supervisor

It is indisputable that Town Code § 37-8(C) designates the Town Board as the sole entity responsible
for hearing appeals from denials of access to records under FOIL. The provision states unequivocally:
“The following person ot persons ot body shall hear appeals from denial of access to records under
the Freedom of Information Law: the Town Board of the Town of Fotestburgh.” Public Officers
Law (POL) and its regulations expressly specifically permits the designation of who should decide
appeals, and specifically allows the “governing body” to decide appeals and is cleatly not in conflict
with the local law, and therefore does not override local law, which vests this authority exclusively in
the Town Board as a collective body.

'The Supervisor’s unilateral decision to assume the role of Appeals Officer constitutes a blatant
violation of the law. This ovetreach is particulatly egregious given that the records sought, in part,
pertain to the Supervisot’s own files, creating a conflict of interest that undermines the integrity of the
appeals process.

Ilegal Remand of the FOIL Request

The Supervisor’s determination to effectively “remand” my FOIL request back to the Records Access
Officer (RAQO) lacks any legal foundation. FOIL imposes a binary obligation on an appeals officer:
within ten business days of receiving an appeal, the officer must either “fully explain in wtiting the
reasons for further denial, or provide access to the record sought” (§ 89(4)(a)). No provision in FOIL



authotizes a remand. This position is reinforced by consistent advisory opinions from the New York
State Committee on Open Government:

s FOIL AO 197806: “There is nothing in the FOIL that authorizes a FOIL appeal officer to
‘remand’ 2 FOIL request back to the records access officer for further review... the appeal
determination ‘remanding’ your request... is not sufficient to comply with law.”

« FOIL AO 19639: “There is nothing in the Law that authorizes a FOIL appeal officer to
remand a FOIL request... the appeal determination issued by the City is not sufficient to
comply with law.”

¢+ FOIL AO 15096: “Delaying disclosure for as much as sixty additional days in my view
represents 2 failure to comply with law.”

The Supervisor has cited no authority to justify this remand, nor can he, as the plain language of FOIL
and these advisory opinions categotically disallow such an action. Some of the records in question are
readily available in the Supervisor’s possession, rendering this decision not only unlawful but
apparently indefensible.

Violation Through Repeated Extensions of the Date Certain

FOIL mandates that a “date certain” be provided for the production of records, a requirement
intended to ensure timely access. In this case, the date certain of February 28—already extended
multiple times priot—was distegarded, with the Supervisor purporting to extend it further to April
14. This pattetn of extensions violates the statutory intent and plain meaning of a “date certain,”
which, by definition, cannot be subject to arbitrary and repeated delays. Each extension compounds
the initial failure of the RAO to comply with FOIL’s timelines, a violation the Supervisor
acknowledged in his determinaton yet inexplicably perpetuated through his actions.

This position is teinforced by consistent advisory opinions from the New York State Committee on
Open Government, which explicitly prohibit repeated delays and extensions beyond statutory limits:

e FOIL-AO-19644: “FOIL precludes an agency from engaging in multiple delays... If more
than five business days will be needed, the agency must acknowledge the receipt of the request
in writing within that time and offer an approximate date, not to exceed twenty additional
business days, indicating when it believes that it will grant the request in whole or in past, If
toward the expiration of twenty business days, more time is needed to respond fully, the law
requires that the reason for the delay be explained in writing and that the agency indicate a
“date certain”, a self-imposed deadline... There is no provision that permits repeated delays.”

o FOIL-AO-19372: “Although we recognize that there are occasions when an agency will
require an extension of time beyond that which it initially predicted, there is no provision in
the statute for repeated extensions.”

» FOIL-AO-19355: “There is no provision in the statute for an extension beyond the date
certain or repeated extensions.”



¢ FOIL AO 19646: “If mote than five business days will be needed... the agency must indicate
a ‘date certain’... There is no provision that permits repeated delays... Note that the law
specifies that any delay beyond five business days must be reasonable based on attendant facts
and circumstance.”

Conclusion and Request for Prompt Action

The handling of my FOIL request—at both the Records Access Officer and appeals levels—has been
marked by clear and repeated breaches of law. The Supervisor, lacking authority under Town Code §
37-8(C), improperly inserted himself into the appeals process, issued an unlawful remand, and
extended deadlines without justification, all while his own records are at issue. These actions not only
contravene FOIL and local law but also erode public trust in governmental transparency.

I therefore respectfully demand that the Town Board, as the duly designated appeals officers under
Town Code § 37-8(C), take immediate action to issue a determination and produce the requested
records without further delay. Should the Board contend that these concerns lack merit, I respectfully
request that a detailed written response addressing each violation outlined herein by March 28, 2025.
Your prompt compliance is critical to upholding the legal obligations of this body and the principles
of open government enshrined in FOIL.

WHIEREAS, the Soctety owns and opesales a shelier fov the care of dogs and the Town requires a facilily
suiiable for such shelier and care, and

WHERFEAS, the Town desires to utilize the services of the Society and access 1o said shelter,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, promises and agreements contained
herein, the Society and the Town do hereby agree as follows:

1. The Society shall maintain a shelier for dogs seized within the Town by an autherized
Dog Control Officer in accordance with Article 7 of the Agriculture and Markets Law.
The Society's duties with respect to said dogs shali be performed at the cost and expense
of the Society, and are as follows:

2} To properly shelter, care, feed. and water such dogs for the minimum
redemption period required by the Agriculture and Markets Law.

bt To make such dogs available for redemption by their owners for a period of
rime cqual to er greater than the minimum redemption period.

¢} Tomake such dogs available for adoption for a peried of time equal 1o ot
greater than the minimum redemption period if at the end of the appropriate
rederption period, said dog has not been redeemed by its owner, provided that
the dog's temperament and health makes it suitable for adoption, which isto be
determined solely by the Society's Director.

d)  To determine that the appropriate license has been issued and the appropriate
fees paid to the Town before the dog is released to the owner. The Society shail
have no obligation to return the dog to the owner until satisfactory proof of such
has been provided to the Society.

¢} Any sick or injured animial picked up by the Dog Control Officer shall
receive appropriaie veterinarian care prior to delivery to the shelrer. At the tme of
detivery to the shelter, the Dog Control Officer shall provide the shelter, m
writing. the veterinarian's diagnosis. treatment protocol, and necessary medication

allow the Dog Control Officers(s) of the Town access to its shelter at reasonable times.

Nothing herein shall obligate the Town 1o deliver to the Society any minimum number of dogs

or all of the dogs seized 1 the Town by the Town Dog Control Officer{s).

ald in consideration for the above mentionad services, the Town shall remit 1o the
Socictyv. within 20 days afler the Town Board has audited and approved for payment
the Society's voucher, the sum of § 250,00 per dog o be paid quarterly.

4. MNothing contained herein shall limit the Society's rights under Section 183 of the Lien Law,
or pursuant @ Section 372 of the Agriculture and Markets Law, or as derived from any other
general or special law, or by means of any civil action or proceading to recover from the owner
thereof any necessary or reasonable costs and expenses incurred by the Society in providing
